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How to Use Graded Readers

Interest in using graded readers in the classroom is growing

as more and more language scholars and educators realize

the benefits of extensive reading (reading a large amount

of material at an easy level so that what is read can be
comprehended without the use of a dictionary). Graded readers
are ideal for this purpose as they are carefully designed to
match the levels of beginning to high intermediate students.

One way for teachers to bring graded readers into the
classroom is to select one graded reader that all of the students
will read. This makes it easy for teachers to create activities
and discussions based on the reading in which all students can
participate. The downside of this approach is that students are
not able select books according to their own level and interest,
but with careful selection by the teacher this approach can still
work well.

Another popular way to bring graded readers into the
classroom is to have students select their own graded reader.
This approach allows students to find a book which matches
their specific levels and interests. In class students can
introduce and recommend their books to their peers.

For extensive reading purposes, successful reading comes
from simply understanding and enjoying the reading and thus
scholars generally disapprove of difficult comprehension

tests and time-consuming book reports as a means of
assessment. Teachers generally still need to check whether or
not the students have read, however. An assessment method
commonly recommended by scholars is to elicit the students’
reactions to the books, either by conducting an informal
interview or through a short reaction report. Students can
discuss the following kinds of topics:

® What they liked about the story and what puzzled them

® Characters they identify with or dislike

® How they might change the story if they were the author

® What they would do if they were the main character in the
story

® Relate the story to any personal experiences they have
